Maryland State Department of Education (MSDE)

e  MCPS provides full tuition cost as an MCPS Employee benefit. The student is expected to pay student
& university fees.

Program Information
The Towson University M.Ed. in SPED program is for post baccalaureate students who are certified to teach in
any area other than Special Education. Courses meet once a week in nine-week sessions, which allow students
to take two classes per semester but only have one class at a time. Students are admitted in the Fall of odd
numbered years (2023,2025, 2027, etc.). The M.Ed. program is a cohort program which admits a limited number
of students each year, on a first come, first served basis. Students are encouraged to apply and submit all required
documents early, but no earlier than 12 months prior to the start of the program.

Admission Requirements
To be considered for admission, students must:

e Complete and submit a FERPA agreement form.
e Be an employee of Montgomery County Public Schools

e Have a GPA of 3.0 (a GPA between 2.50 and 2.99 may qualify an applicant for conditional admission)
e Submit a complete application including:

- Official Transcripts

- A copy of teaching certificate

- Resume

- One letter of recommendation

- Written statement

After admissions, but prior to starting classes, students will attend orientation at USG.
**Students should plan to apply in the Fall for entrance into the program the following Fall (One year prior).

___ 3. Apply to Towson University. We will begin accepting applications one year prior to the cohort start date. Do
not apply on your own without first contacting Marc Trainum or Eric Kuhn for the specific USG TLN
M.Ed. application link.

e Submit official transcripts. Students must submit official transcripts from_all colleges/universities
attended. Transcripts should be sent to gradtranscript@towson.edu*® *Students should take note of how
and where they submit their transcripts

e Submit one letter of recommendation. You MUST complete this process by submitting contact
information for your recommender in the online application
